= The object flrst appeared as one white light and two red
ones. Ten minutes later we viewed 1t with a 25 or 30 power hand-
telescope and the UFO was apparently solid,

The lights were much brighter than the stars, about like
lookinz into a car headlight from a distance of 200 yards.

The edges of the object were like a star at flrst, then
I looksd at 1t through the telescope and they were a little fuzzy
but fzirly recognizable as solid edges.

iost of the time while the object was in view it was
movins 2t varying degrees of speed., At first it had one brilliant
white Light and two cimmer red ones. Then, after the first couple
of sec¢onds of watching the UFO, I saw 1t started to take off, up
and awzy from us., Soon after this the red lights disappeared and
the whites one stayed, contlnuing to get brighter and brighter.
At no Time did it give off smoke or flames of any sort. After
the 1lisznt dimmed down and the object seemed to hover, the light
brighntzned up once again for the last time.

The only time we lost the object was at thes end of the
sightinz when it slowly descended behind some houses.

At one time the object dropped toward the end of the
signting, behind a tree branch, but came into view again almost
immadizcely.

At no time did it go in front of anything.

The object =2lso, at no time, made any sound that could
be distirnguishable at thes distance 1t was from us. The color.of
the ctjizct was mostly whitlish except for one time when the object

had twc adjacent red lights 1n view.

The object would have had to have been qulte large in
diameter judzging from the distance 1t was away from us,

‘nzn the ovnizct was first sighted, 1ts speed was an
estimatessd 20 MPH, Then it speeded up to well over 100 MPH and
went up z2rnd away from us,

~r2n 1t stoppsd moving away and started going down
slowly, it wzas about two and one-half to three miles from us.
That 1s why I said it was so blg.

Wwe first slighted the object while we were traveling
N.E, on the Anthony Wayne Trail in our car. Visilon was not
distorted though, because the weather was clear, We stopped the
car and got out at our house and continued to watch the object.




After a while I ran into the house and plcked up about
a 25X to 30X power hand telescope and we viewed the object through
thls,

If the object were to be compared with another object
towards th2a snd of the sighting, 1t would most likely be compared
with =a *::tnev balloon under no wind currents and slowly losing
1ts air. 3ut 1t couldn't have been a weather balloon because 1

checkal ¢on balloons in the area and there were none. To my
knowleZizz no other aircraft or crafts could have caused this ¥,
sightin: nor could natural phenomenon. ﬁ%f/f
When we first saw the object it was at about 16 or 17° 5 - 4}
in & wesSzerly direction.

The path of thz object seemed strange to me because 1t
was first golng slowly in & northwesterly directlion and then
increased greatly In spesed and went up and away from the flirst
position we saw 1t, But there was one strange thing. The white
light ka2pt getting brighter and brighter ins taad of dimming out,
There was only one oblect 1 could sees durlng the entire
At the time of the slghtinz, two other people were with
me, Tner both saw the onject and we all agree that wnat we saw
was nothing ordlinary. My experlence in slghting UrFO's 1s next
to zero, =2xcept for this one sighting. 1 have read a lot about
UFO signtings. I have talked to people that have seen them and,
I might a2dcd, I belleve that I have flltered out the crackpots
from the z00d so0lid casz2s, 1 have seen dozens of pictures of
UFO!'s ard I can bellevs that 1 can tell fakes from documented
picturess I have madz wihzt I think to be a falrly thorough
stvdy, mentally, on asrial phenomena. 1 still don't know what 1
saw and I wish someboty had some answers,: The other two sighters
are just 23 puzzled a3 I z2m, One was my brother and the other
s 8teve (22 is menticr2d in the beginning of thls letter).
My Dad wzsz dr-iving when 1t was first sighted and only glimpsed
the objzcn or light at the stop light at Woodsdale and the Anthony
Wayne Trz: . Y motnher saw 1t part of the way to our home. Both
agree that L% appzared very unusual and dld not appear to be a
star, 2 glars, or a balloon, even with the short look they had.
The other fcur sighters, along wlth myself, agree on everything
in this r=oorvt. I might add that this report ls made from notes
I took on the night of the sighting. 1 have something detrimental
to add to tThls report and 1t l1ls as follaows:
