Also there were no
running lights, onl; the two huge glows. I listened for the
sound of a crash, but there was none. It vas delfinitely not

a helicopter; no helicopter 1 know of has ~uch a ~lide ratio
vithout pommwx power. There was complete silence in the air as
1vell as in the cemetery. It also could not have been a
satelite?! its position in the sky was i1nconcievahle for that.

I have been trying to convince myself that it was a very larse
meteor, but there wmem are two holes in this line of thought:
1) its luminosity was that of a dull plow rather than a bright
lirht ( there was no haze or ‘'og 1n the air), and 2) there were
two glowing things, and the distance between then did not vary.
The were equal in luminous intensity. It would seem to me that
two meteors would not behave in such a manner.
