The basic description and the drawings of the first three reports are
in good agreement, if one allows that two soup bowls attached might resemble
two rolls of toilet attached.

Although there is some conflict between thmw
reports, I feel the conflict arises from both faded nd a sloppy filling

out of the second report.

b, My own preference for an evaluation would be "insufficient and scmewhat
conflicting data". Since the insufficiency can be removed only by further, and
personal, interrogation I think this is a good evaluation. The sighting certeinly
cannot be evaluated as a meteor nor as a re-entry because the object in no case
was described as giving off smoke or changing brightness. The duration for a
meteorite is too long and is at the limits of what might be allowed in a re-entry.
If I were a lawyer I would disregard the Battson II report on the basis of lack

of quality in comparison to the previous three reports.

Nonetheless, an interestlng case and we must ask once again, what was

‘the stimulus that gave rise to the report?
