parture to these airports and either over or visible from 
the Queens, New York area • 

Hence, it would be impossible for us to ascertain not only 
as of this date, but even as it occurred, that the observed 
"bright white light" was not an aircraft. In any event, 
even had identification as a UFO been possible, the object 
obviously chose the wisest course, departing an already 
crowded airspace within thirty seconds after arrival •
