1. The observer wrote that "at the corner, I turned north, as I turned 

I noticed that the sky vaa lit up to the N. W. I stopped and rolled 

' down the window and looked up towards the sky. Then I saw the U. F. 0."

Yet in #21, of the green fot'm 164, he indicated that the object was 

only 300 ft away. 

2. If the object was far enough away to light up the sky in the 

northwest, it certainly wouldn't be as close as 300ft. Also, since 

tbe car was headed north, the driver should have had excellent visibility 

toward the northwest from the drivers front window. If the observer 

did have to roll down his window so as to see the obj ect, the object 

must have been nearly overhead. If the object was directly overhead, 

what was th~ source of the light that lit up the sky in the northwest 

and caused the observer to stop? If the object was bright enough to 

light up the sky while 300 ft over the observers car, why is it that 

no one else in the area seems to have seen it at this point? 

Especially since his friends were only about 1500 ft away ("about 

a quarter-mile away.") 

3. "After telling the guys and pointing to the object, which now was 

a quarter-mile away • • • " This seriously conflicts with the state. 

ment of the only witness to return the forms that the object was four 

to eight miles away. 

4. "Five in one car driven b we started after the object," 

yet the observer lists only three witnesses •

1. We have here another examp in which the evaluation "possible aircraft" 
should be paired with "possible identified". It is all a question of how far 
one can go in taking the boy's testimony more or less at face value. It is 
interesting that two independent witnesses were in good agreement on Item 13. 
Both said the object appeared to stand still at some time, both said that 
it suddenly sped up and rushed away, both said that it changed brightness, 
both said that it flashed and flickered, and both said that it lasted 10 to 
15 minutes. If we take their composite testimony, then the aircraft explana­
tion is untenable. It can be adopted only if we severely discount their 
statements that it was saucer-shaped, that it had a red revolving light, 
that the edge of it was lighted all the way around, that the bottom was 
dome-shaped, and was also lighted up with a white light, yet there was no 
sound, and that the relative dimensions did not match that of an airplane • 

• 

2. I don't know where Bellevue, Ohio, is but I would suggest that the 
next time I am in Dayton I make a point of interrogating these witnesses, 
even if only by phone, I think particularly on the length of time it 
supposedly stood still. I believe this is a crucial point and if we can 
establish that its standing still was the result of radial motion, that's 
one thing. But if it stood still for five minutes, then we have another 
situation. So then, both evaluations, possibly aircraft, possibly un­
identified, would apply for the moment until further interrogation.
