1. 0\ 11 Decetnber 67, a UFO was si~hted in Hest Berlin in the vicinity 
of Tempelhof Airport (also used as a USAF facility), by several guards 
and a duty officer. ()lards on duty and Air Police atteutpted, unsuccess­
fully, to follow the object in cars. An extract from one of the followup 
reports stated, "a mix up with the moon is out of the question". 

2. t-lith the UFO Bible (AFR 80-17) in hand and a genuine "FTD" represent­
ative (Lt O>l Kl.inikowski, BLO) physically in West ~rlin, Det 3 \-las 
called on for advice and help. Since it'·s politically impossible to say 
"sorry, we're not interested", Lt Col Klinikowski did what he could in 
taking do'm the first and second person reports (AF Form 117) of those 
individuals involved. Now the problem is where do we go from here? 

3. AFR 80-17 specializes the Air l'brce' s interest in only "UFO' s over 
the tllited States"; yet states elsewhere of its interest "if the UFO is 
a possible threat to the tbited States". In this recent incident, the 
Director of Public Safety, US t-1ission, Berlin pa· sonally requested FTD' s 
evaluation; they are concerned lest there be a potential security threat 
to their area of responsibilities. (lt Col Klinikowski believes it ,.,as 
in fact the moon and reported as much to US Mission, Berlin.) 

4. When several UFO incidents occurred 15 months ago, and l~ USAFE 
turned to Det 3 for the answer, ,.,e forwarded all data to Fl'D (TDE) 
for their review and action. Instead of an evaluation or sound advice 
we received a 4 sentence letter, telling Det 3 to keep out of the UFO 
business, not to bother 1~ FTD with these matters as long as the 
sightings ,.,ere outside "the Continental tnited States." Armed with this 
enlightening correspondence \-le had to brief the Chief of Staff, USA FE, 
on FTD's findings. It was rather discouraging and embarrassing for all 
concerned. R>r many months we've enjoyed relative quiet on this topic 
until ll nee 67, once again we are pressured into asking lkl FTD for 
assistance and advice. 

5. Request you pass this data on to the current FTD in-house Ol1 R Ol\ 

UFO Reports, not so much for its evaluation as for help in furnishing 
net 3 with a sound and reasonable professional approach in handling 
theoe mattero in the future. The formula may be simple, but we need 
that fotmula so as not to decreasa net 3 1 s stature in this theater.
