1. Refar=nce your unidentified observation of 19 April 1963 which
you reported to our office.

£« Although your sighting may have heen caused by & plane with

its landing lightas on, our analysis indicates that you were probably
wvatching the satellite Icho I. At approximately 8 pm, local time,
on 19 April 1568, Echo I was southeast of your position traveling

toward the northeast. Thus, you should have seen Echo I in the
southeast and it should have disappeared in the east about {ive to
ten minutes later. Echo I has a astellar magnitude of approximately
+l and 13 nearly 23 brignht as the brizhtest stars. This satellite
has often been nisinterpreted as an unidentified flying object.
