The object was first seen by my friend while driving to my place
to pick me up. After I got into the car, we drove down te the quite-frozen-
over swimming beach where we could get a better look at it across the lake
to the northeast, We watched it about five minutes there, It appeared
stationary and looked to be the biggest star in the sky. We thought it must

be a star, and drove away from the swimming beach, losing sight of the object.
It was about 30° angle. I first saw it while we were driving to the lakeshore,

We came back into the wvillage limits, then the driver turned down
the highway going east instead of going to our destination. About one-half
mile east of Walker, we stopped the car on the highway (I noticed all during
this time no other traffic or persons of any kind either in the willage or on
the recad) and looked for the object again, We found a large lighted object,
larger this time, higher in the sky, though it appeared to be staticnary,

Though the brightness of the object prevented us from seeing the shape clearly, ;

we thought there was a vague horizontal shape right through the center of the

light. It seemed to be translucent, and we felt it was not a star. Possibly 45°,

After watching it for maybe ten minutes in that location, we decided

we were getting late and left there and drove back into Walker and to our
destination, which was in the residential area. I could not see the cbject
while we were driving back, going west and south. There was no traffic on

the highway as we were driving, that could see, as T made a mental note of it

When we arrived at our destination, I stepped out of the car first
and leoked up into the sky to try to sight the object again, This time I
saw an object, somewhat brighter and bigger than before, and seemingly
horizontal and translucent, but it was now high in tha sky and to the east,
or pessibly slightly southeast, not directly overhead, but T had to look up
very high, As soon as I saw 1t, and before anyone else got out of the car,
1 saw it change directions (if in fact it was the same object as the other )
and zip across the sky int he twinkling of an eye to about a 60° angle to
the north and quickly vanish, There was no noise, no tail, no smoke, and
nothing there after it vanished, I could not estimate the speed, unless it
could be likened to the speed of lightning. It seemed very far away, and
my eyves followed it all the way across the sky without losing sight of it,
until it vanished., It possibly took about half a second to cross the sky,
and then it was gone while still quite high, about 60°, The path was not

gtraisht, but an arce., It was a solid ohject going across the sky, clearly
visible, with no line of light, smoke or anything else either benind or in
front of it. It sped from south to morth. It was in the northeastern part

of the sky when it wvanished.
